Building design is heavily influenced by local
conditions. Architecis heve always been constrained
by what materiaks are available locally, peopla's
tastes, unsquae nieds, and climatic conditions.

In our globaised ara, many of the matariaks usaed in
busildings, and the trends affecting architecture, are
increasingly universal, For example, buildings in
practically every country today rely heavily on
matarials like stesl and concrele, whereas in the pasi
local materials Bke bamboo, stone, clay or even ice
dominated. In the same way, architects everywhere
are responding fo global challenges = particularhy
climale changs and rsing lemperatures.

Yet differences between countries persist. Looking
al climate change again, its impacts will be feit
differently across the planet - and therefore affect
architecture n unique, localised ways. Architects in
the Arabian Gull, for instance, will need to design for
axtreme heat, while those in western Europe will need
b build for the threat of flash floods,

To ascertain this information, we reviewead
predictions, requlations, and analyses about the future
of architecture in 12 countrias. We sourced publicly
available data from experls, independent imstitutes,
professional associations, and government bodies to
understand thair prionties, ambilions, and strategies,
The countries we chose to focus on were the US, the
UK, Germarny, Austria, France, Spain, Czechia,
Slovakia, Hungary, taly, the UAE, and Poland.

The main trends in global architecture

1. Sustainability: The leading architectural bodies and experts in all the countries we studied have made
commitments to improving the sustainability of the profession, Almost wo-fifths of global carbon emissions are
attributed to the planet's buildings through construction, use and demclition), and so architects argund the
world are keenly aware of their role in improving the sustainability of the structures they design.

2.Met Zero: MNet zero construction refers 1o the creation of carbon-neutral bulldings and is a key trend in 10 of
the 12 countries. In a net 2ero building, the materials used, the construction itself, its operation and eventual
decommissioning, should produce no emissions. Where this is not possible, carbon offsets are purchased.

3.Liveability and human-centnic design: In seven of the 12 countries we sludied, a focus on Bveability
emerges. Thera is 8 growing awareness thal buildings can be more than just places to work, sleep or pass the
time, butl that they can be designed in such a way that they improve people's quality of life, health, and
wellbeing. Whila this has long been understocd as part of architectural theory and training, it is positive to sea it
st into the policy of 50 many countries” architects,

4,Buildings as part of the environment; For many years, buildings have been built with littke acknowledgement
of the surounding environment. Begardiess of location, they would be built using similar materials and designs,
But, in half of countries, architects are now prioritising a more locally-sensitive approach to construction, whene
the building's surrounding landscape, natural light, orientation, weather and other factors influence the

5.Resiliance against axtreme weather conditions! As climate changa staris to
bite, five of the 12 countries say they plan to begin designing more reslient o wens sies = s o e
buildings. It is noteworthy that some of the countries which have emphasised the
importance of resilience have themselves been significantly affected by extreme
weather,

By studying the future projections of 12 countries’ architecture experts, we can
saa that this neads to balance the local and the global remains pertinent today,
with local forces exerting increasing pressure as a result of climate change. As
the research shows, there are several trends and topics that seem to affect
architecture everywhers, with sustainability in particular emerging as a standout
factor. Yet, at the same time, global frends don't always tranglate to the specific
context of indhidual countries, and different nations are taking very different
approaches o deal with similar challenges.

Within its framework,
Tbhilisi was visited by Michele de Luc - an artist whose
architecture influenced the collective imagination of
architecture lovers all over the world, and the capital
of Georgia left its mark with the author’s works that
became an integral part of Tbilisi’s unique appearance.

On the first day of the event, Michele de Lucchi
held a lecture at the Tbilisi State Academy of Arts,
introduced his vision of architecture to the audience
and talked about his experience in Thilisi in terms of
the past, present and future of the city.

Italian Ambassador to Georgia Enrico Valvo,
together with the Minister of Regional Development
and Infrastructure of Georgia, Irakli Karseladze, and
the rector of the Thilisi State Art Academy, Karaman

Kutateladze, opened three exhibitions prepared
in cooperation with the Italian National Council of
Architects (CNAPPC), DOMUS-Georgia and the
European Institute of Design (IED). In addition, the
European Institute of Design opened a contest for
young Georgian designers ,When Italian design
meets Georgian creativity“.

On the second day of the event, a seminar was
held at the Tbilisi State Art Academy, which was
offered to students by the Municipal Development
Fund - a structure that implements projects related to
tourism and infrastructure in Georgia (in some cases,
in cooperation with Italian companies).

AND ANA NATSVLISHVILI. BAUDESIGN LED AN INTERNATIONAL

Aresidential house was built in
one of the prestigious districts of
Thilisi by the project of N.S.Kari-
auli studio. The value of the proj-
ect lies in its interaction with the
environment. The building is com-
pact, has an original composition
and is perceived as a whole. The
interior atmosphere is light-filled
and free.

Extensive stained glass windows increase the living
space. The interior space opens onto the courtyard pool
and the most beautiful view of the city. Attention is drawn
to the geometry of the courtyard divided into different
levels and the original perspectives.

The single space of the first level of the interior is
open. Its zoning is created by a large two-sided fireplace,
which is the entire height of the atrium. The height of the
fireplace is six meters on one side, and three meters on
the other side.

The dominating element of interior design is the con-
trast of local colors. Thorough development and original
solution of the general theme, masterful distribution of
design dominants create a really pleasant, comfortable

environment.

- What happens when a restaurant designer makes an apartment for himself and takes his partners to
himself for the implementation of the project. Yova Yager, the founder of the YOVA YAGER design studio,
shares her hobbies and experiences with her own rethinking of the design of living spaces during the lockdown.

Yova Yager is known in Ukraine as a designer precisely in the hospitality market. Creating a private house - a
small apartment for two not in the center of the city during the first lockdown has changed a lot in her perception
of the design of living spaces. Yova designed housing for herself, and as a result, a whole philosophy was born.
How to create modern living spaces, when at the same time you can spend a week there without leaving the
house, or just run there to sleep in the active life of today’s urbanist.

— The main conclusions vs life hacks in home design at once:

- Less is more. Purity of space and ultimate functionality as a guarantee of comfort and the ability to change
the mood.
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Multifunctionality. Your home is both an office, and a favorite
cafe, and a study, and intimate space at the same time.

Sustainability and responsible consumption matter. It is
important to do what you can and not be afraid to be a drop
in the ocean - from sorting garbage at home to furniture made
from hemp and mushrooms

Meaningfulness. There are no expensive and cheap brands,
there are meaningless things. materials,

furniture, decor of high, niche and no-name brands are well
combined today if they are meaningful

- Living space should be part of you, like a foot or a finger.

Housing of the future, what is it?

—A modern person does not need a lot of housing. As well
as a lot of things - clothes, things, garbage. He needs small
spaces where you continue to lead a normal life - work, give
presentations, meet friends, eat, listen to your favorite music,
watch TV shows, do nothing and make love. All in one location.
Small, but like a part of you. Like your foot or finger, a native
extension of yourself. It sounds absurd, but it is possible if you
consciously approach the choice and design of housing.

- Local manufacturers are good

- Firstly, this is another important way of conscious behavior
and sustainable development - to support the production of your
country. Especially if it deserves it. Most of the furniture in this
project was produced according to individual sketches by Ukrainian
manufacturers Verdi Company and Trone Grande, the most reliable
and responsible partners, with whom Yova has been working
for more than 7 years in her projects in the hospitality market. In
addition, the project used linen and hemp textiles from the Ukrainian
eco-brand Hemp. The floor carpet in the main room was woven
especially for Yova’s project by Transcarpathian craftsmen.

- Bicycles instead of children and animals

— The apartment was originally specially designed taking into
account the passion for cycling of one of its residents. The task was
to fit two bicycles with their entire ecosystem into the living space.
One solution is to place the bike in a wardrobe. From which now it is
three times smaller in capacity, but it is enough even when guests
come. The guest bathroom provides everything for washing the
bike - a shower ladder, a hose, a hook for hanging. On the balcony
- the main storage area for equipment and space for training.

sEverything was originally designed and conceived for them.
