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ROAD BRIDGE CONNECTING BAGEBI AND
UNIVERSITY STREETS OPENS

The newly constructed road bridge connecting Bagebi
settlement and University Street is now open to vehicle traffic.

The road bridge, built alongside the existing pedestrian
bridge, spans 260 meters and consists of four traffic lanes,
with the distance from Tskneti Highway to University Street
being 532 meters. The project included the construction
of sidewalks, an outdoor lighting network with LED lights,
railings, roadway insulation, a drainage system, and multiple
layers of asphalt.

Additionally, access roads and traffic junctions to the
bridge were organized from both University Street and the
Bagebi settlement near the Thbilisi-Tskneti highway. The
bridge construction was carried out in accordance with
international standards, starting at the end of September
2021 and completing at the end of May 2024. The total cost
of the project was 36,400,000 GEL.

LINGOTTO

Construction of the complex started in 1916 and it
was inaugurated in 1923. The design by the young ar-
chitect Giacomo Matté-Trucco, was unusual in that it
had five floors, with raw materials going in at the ground
floor, and cars built on a line that went up through the
building. Finished cars emerged at rooftop level to go
onto the 1.5km long[1] test track. It was the largest
car factory in the world at that time. For its time, the
Lingotto building was avant-garde, influential and im-
pressive—Le Corbusier called it "one of the most im-
pressive sights in industry", and "a guideline for town
planning".

By the late 1970s, the factory had become ob-
solete — having been superseded by the larger and
more advanced Fiat Mirafiori factory — and a decision
was made to finally close it in 1982. The closure of the
plant led to much public debate about its future, and
how to recover from industrial decline in general. An ar-
chitectural competition was held, which was eventually
awarded to Renzo Piano, who envisioned an exciting
public space for the city. The old factory was restored
into a modern complex, with concert halls, theatre, a

convention centre, shopping arcades and a hotel. The
eastern portion of the building is the headquarters of the
Automotive Engineering faculty of the Polytechnic Univer-
sity of Turin. The work was completed in 1989. The track
was retained, and can still be visited today on the top floor
of the shopping mall and hotel.

TIMM Architecture has transformed an old attic into a
bright contemporary apartment, offering vistas of the historic

town on one side and framing the majestic mountain on the
other. The interior scenography is characterized by a pristine
white palette, which guides visitors towards the focal point:
a wooden-clad dining area that serves as a visual frame to
the outside world.
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Located in the Mtatsminda district, a historic area
of Tbilisi near the lower station of the funicular, this attic
occupies the space above a 19th-century historical
building. The owner of the attic is a descendant of one
of the original residents of the house, showing particular
personal care and interest in the construction details
that narrate the story of the building's evolution and the
surrounding area.

Inspired by the picturesque vistas from the attic,
reminiscent of the evocative artwork of renowned
Georgian painter Elene Akhvlediani, the apartment's
design concept revolves around three distinct atmospheric
zones: the entry, the living room, and the dining room.

A key design challenge was seamlessly integrating
the staircase leading to the living area. This was resolved
with a suspended perforated steel wall, visually inviting
guests to ascend while maintaining a sense of openness
and transparency.




The living room in the 21st century serves as
a secondary space for casual recreation rather
than the primary living area, as was typical in the
20th century. Therefore, it has been deliberately
designed to be as neutral as possible, emphasizing
the framing of the dining area.

The dining area represents the core space
of the apartment, showcasing exquisite wood
craftsmanship in both the finishes and the bespoke
furniture, such as the custom-designed table by
TIMM.

The window, framing the sweeping panoramic
view, is artfully treated to evoke the essence of a
painting, while a heated seating area below cultivates
a warm and inviting atmosphere, embodying the
Scandinavian concept of "Hygge."

The volumetric composition of a
residential house is characterized by the
relationship between mass and space.

When viewed
from different angles, their manipulation acquires
a special meaning and exceeds the utilitarian
purposes of objects.

As a whole, the interior is completely devoid
of free and ingenuity, it is perceived with a special
emotional load and fully corresponds to the
requirements, taste, and aesthetics of life of the
residents.

The showroom-studio produces interior
furniture, decor, paintings, therefore the
showroom presents furniture for the
bedroom, living room and kitchen space,
decor, textiles, lighting items, paintings.

From the author: Our task was to
accommodate a hall, bedroom, living
room, dining room, work area and cash
registers in one small space, while leaving
ample room for showroom space - for
patrons and guests. Because the spacious,
presentable environment of the showroom

had to impress the buyer, the buyer had to define
the style, buy beautiful things and create comfort for
his home here. Showroom products, color accents
and lighting items were used to separate the zones.

Due to the lack of space, it was not possible
to equip the interior with auxiliary storage units for
storing products, but we designed a one-meter-deep
desk-reception, which is a mini-warehouse and also
a designer's work surface. For additional storage
spaces, we designed hanging shelves in the guest
area.

In addition to the main lighting, the lighting items
and devices presented for sale were used in the
design of the showroom. Such a solution not only
allowed us to save space and further zoning it, but
also created emphasis on products for sale and
their combination with each other.
