The existing building is located in
one of the old ,Zemo Kala*“ historical
districts of Thilisi. At one time, it was
the former Armenian market, now on

Kote Abkhaz (former Leselidze) Street.
The building is a characteristic example
of Tbilisi architecture of the second half
of the 19th century.

The main task of the architect when
working on the Ibis Styles Old Thbilisi
project was to preserve the authentic
appearance of the building and
incorporate the function of a hotel into it.
Special attention was paid to returning
the facade to its original appearance,
restoring architectural details and
preserving elements of the Thilisi
balcony. The metal spiral staircase with
a traditional cast railing was completely
renovated and returned to its original
appearance. An authentic copy of the
entrance door was also made, which
was placed back in its original place and
acquired a new life.

The hand-painted stained glass
windows in the inner courtyard preserve
the atmosphere characteristic of Old
Thilisi and emphasize the cultural value of
the building. In the new building, special
emphasis was placed on balconies,
which not only represent an architectural
touch, but also allow guests to enjoy
unique views of Old Thilisi.

The renovated facility simultaneously
combines the city's cultural heritage and
modern hotel standards, thus becoming
an organic part of the urban fabric of Old
Thilisi.

Two teams successfully worked on the




interior design of the hotel: in accordance
with the international brand concept, the
design studio - ,Studio—shoo“ developed
the appearance of the guest rooms and
common spaces, which is saturated with a
youthful concept. The interior of the cafe &
wine bar Kaligrafi was created by designer
Shorena Chekurishvili.

The interior of the guest rooms is
decorated in turquoise, and the rooms are
equipped with modern glass panels, this
solution echoes the architecture of the
building, in particular the turquoise facade
and its Thilisi glass panels.

It is worth noting the ,Wine Alphabet”
created especially for the hotel, which is the
main theme of the interior and the 8,000-
year history of Georgian wine (storytelling).
Each letter tells the guest about the ancient
culture of Georgian wine, both in Georgian
and English. The alphabet appears in all
spaces of the hotel.

Cafe & Wine Bar Kaligrafi is also
saturated with the theme of Georgian wine
culture. Its interior also features the wine
alphabet with its 33 unique stories. The
main decoration of the cafe-bar is also
a relief panel made of solid wood, which
combines Georgian ornaments and the
alphabet.

THE HISTORY

The coastal towers of the Kingdom of Naples formed a comprehensive defensive, surveillance and communication sys-
tem along the coastline. They were built to counter the frequent raids by Saracens and Corsairs.

The Torre FIUMAROLA stands directly on the seafront, guarding the coast near the ,FIUMAROLA" stream in San Mauro
municipality.

Construction began in 1580 and was completed in 1608, using stones extracted directly from the beach in front of the
site.

THE RESTORATION

The tower has been restored and repurposed as a holiday residence.

The project includes:

A ground level designed for hospitality and dining activities.

Two upper levels, accessible via an external stone staircase, designed for residential use.

A panoramic rooftop terrace on the top level, offering sweeping views of the sea and the nearby village of Acciaroli.

A surrounding garden area, enclosed by a stone wall and secured with iron gates, providing protection on the sides
facing the stream and the sea.

The installation of an external panoramic elevator is planned.

The apartment project was designed
for a young middle-class family, with the
aim of creating a modern, functional, and
comfortable living space while respecting
the architectural legacy of the building
itself. The property is located in a Sovi-
et-era residential block, one of the nota-
ble features of which is its durable and
high-quality concrete structure. The client
was fortunate to acquire two adjacent
floors, and our main design challenge
was to connect them in a safe and har-

monious way. After considering several

design options, we finalized the most optimal and cost-effective solution that combined functionality,

aesthetics, and economy.

The renovation began in 2024 and was completed in 2025. During the process, a variety of high-qual-
ity international brands were used: Hansgrohe for water systems, Ideal-Lux for lighting, and Italian-made
furniture for furnishing. A key feature of the apartment is its panoramic view of the Caspian Sea. The
interior was planned in such a way as to maximize this unique advantage, ensuring that the residents

constantly experience a sense of comfort, openness, and positivity.
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Special attention was giv-
en to the choice of colors and

materials, as the client is an

artist, and the design had

to reflect his creative, color-
ful outlook on life.

INTERVIEW WITH THE AUTHORS

- General information about the property. Where is
the apartment/house located? What is the area? What
kind of building, what floor (if we are talking about an
apartment?). Who built the house, did you take part in
the construction (if we are talking about a country house)

- The apartment of 106 sq.m. on the 4th floor
in the City Park residential complex was part of
a long-term job for one family. In this residential
complex we were making 3 apartments in par-
allel — for parents, a daughter and a son. This
apartment was intended for a son of about 30
years old.

- What were the advantages and disadvantag-
es of the original? What did you see when you
came to the project?

- The apartments in this residential complex

have a rational layout, a beautiful landscape of the
inner courtyard, and some have views of Moscow
City. The disadvantage is that this apartment was
combined from two, which left its mark on the layout
(more on this below).

“

- Who was the interior created for? What can we
say about the customers? What wishes did they ex-
press at the first meeting?

- A pleasant family with grown-up children. The
father is the owner of a manufacturing business in
the creative industry, the wife supervised the cre-
ation and implementation of all three projects - both




for herself and for both children. The owner of the
apartment (the son) is a young man, a program-
mer, who often lives abroad and is not attached to
his home. He wanted a modern, light, neutral inte-
rior. In which it is simply pleasant to be.

- Did you do any redevelopment? What rooms
were formed?

- Initially the apartment consisted of 2 apart-
ments with the possibility of combining. Since the
son did not have a family at that time, and he him-
self often lived abroad, the initial task looked like
this - to make 2 apartments, 42 and 65 meters, the
smaller one for rent, the larger one for the son. At
the same time, plan it so that in the future there
would be the possibility of combining. Thus, we de-
veloped 2 breadboard concepts: the current one,
with 2 apartments, and a layout for combining.
However, during the design process, the custom-
ers decided to act according to the 2nd option, and

immediately implement the combined version.

This left its mark on the layout - in addition to the
kitchen-living room, the apartment has very small
bedrooms (which, however, suited the customers),
and in the place of the former kitchen of the small
apartment - a non-isolated room of an undefined
functionality of an office-dressing room, which, if
desired, can also be isolated, making, for example,
an additional children's room.

- How would you formulate the main idea of the
project? What did you see as your main task?

- Despite the general input for all three apart-
ments, and the fact that the main role of the cus-
tomer in them was taken by the owner's mother, we
tried to show the individual features and character
of each of the owners in each of them. And if in the
apartment of the daughter, a student girl of a little
over 20 years old, we tried to make a more spec-
tacular interior, with features of deliberate "beauty",




in the character of the son we "read" calmness, a
certain love of freedom and contempt for conven-
tions.

We tried to make the interior of this apartment
brighter, more democratic. In addition, the customer
often lived abroad, in particular in Southeast Asia,
and, according to his wishes, gravitated towards
the "Japandi" style. As a result, we supplemented
the project with ethnic elements and decor to add

expressiveness and show the ethnic character of

the interior.

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the master bedroom with a pair of hypertrophied and
LSwild“ slabs in their structure.

- Tell us about the finishing materials. Which solu-
tions do you consider particularly successful?

- The project uses carefully selected combinations
of simple and unobtrusive materials - light wood furni-
ture and engineered boards, decorative plaster with
a not very obvious rough texture under concrete, the
optimal color and texture of which we spent a long
time choosing, porcelain stoneware of a similar type.

- How was the color palette created?

- The color palette was intended to be calm,
soothing, to become a melancholic and comfortable
background for the owner's life. It is based on vari-
ous shades of gray in wall coverings, furniture, por-
celain stoneware, countertops, textiles. And wood -
in the flooring, furniture, tiles. These two key colors

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"travel" throughout the apartment, appearing now on
one surface, now on another. They are complement-

ed by black contrasts and individual expressive ele-
ments of decoration and decor.

ALEXI-MESKHISHVILI'S
BOOK PRESENTATION

On September 13, at the TBC Concept Flagship, the presen-
tation of Lado Alexi-Meskhishvili's book took place.

The book represents the final stage of a three-year project,
which also included exhibitions dedicated to the architect in
Thilisi and Kutaisi in 2022—2023.

At the presentation, the book was discussed by Dimitri Eri-
stavi, Levan Kalandarishvili, and Manana Arabuli.

Lado Alexi-Meskhishvili is one of those prominent architects,
whose work left significant traces on Georgia and particularly on
Thilisi. He belongs to the first generation who studied architec-
ture in Georgia. Over the course of his education and work, two
fundamental changes occurred in architecture - the introduc-
tion of socialist realism (the 1930s), which supported designing
national features and often directly pushed for decorativeness;
and later, the USSR resolution ,On Elimination of Excesses in
Design and Construction” (1955), which developed speedy and
economical industrial construction, while creating the basis for
simplicity and strict forms of expression, therefore, banning all
those decorative elements that distinguished the architecture of
the former period.
