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After 4 years the Beijing Airport -currently the biggest

one in the world- is finished, just in time for the 2008

Olympics. The airport, designed by Foster + Partners,

turned out to be a very efficient building in terms of in

terms of operational efficiency, passenger comfort, sus-

tainability and access to natural light.

As an interpretation of traditional chinese culture

the roof of the airport has a dragon-like form. According

to Norman Foster [...] this is a building borne of its

context. It communicates a uniquely Chinese sense of

place and will be a true gateway to the nation. This

is expressed in its dragon-like form and the drama of

the soaring roof that is a blaze of ‘traditional’ Chinese

colours – imperial reds merge into golden yellows. As

you proceed along the central axis, view of the red

columns stretching ahead into the far distance evokes

images of a Chinese temple.

Project description

Located between the existing eastern runway and

the future third runway, Terminal 3 and the Ground

Transportation Centre (GTC) together enclose a floor

area of approximately 1.3 million m2, mostly under one

roof. The first building to break the one million square

meter barrier, it will accommodate an estimated 50 mil-

lion passengers per annum by 2020.
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Although conceived on an unprecedented scale,

the building’s design aims to resolve the complexities

of modern air travel, combining spatial clarity with high

service standards. It will be friendly and uplifting for

the passenger as well as easy to navigate. Comprising

three connected, light-filled volumes – T3A, B and C

– the simple, symmetrical diagram fans out at either

end to accommodate the arrivals and departure halls

for T3A (processing terminal and domestic gates) and

T3B (international gates). The satellite T3C (domestic

gates) occupies the centre of the diagram. This arrange-

ment is an efficient means of maximising the perime-

ter, so increasing the capacity for aircraft stands, while

maintaining a highly compact and sustainable footprint.

Although the length from north to south is three

and a quarter kilometres, the visual links between the

three elements are maintained by strong sight lines as

well as visual connections between the lower level and

an open mezzanine level above. All spaces are natu-

rally lit and the generous glazing and skylights main-

tain a link with the outside and its changing sky. Views

along the central axis are marked by the distinctive

red columns, which continue along the external edges

of the building into the distance, evocative of tradition-

al Chinese temples.

The embracing curved cantilever of the terminal

greets passengers arriving by road or from the GTC

in a single welcoming gesture. Departures and arrivals

are on separate levels. The traditional airport diagram

has been inverted at T3B, with arrivals on the upper

level, to allow visitors to Beijing to experience the thrill

of this dramatic space from the best vantage point.

The single unifying roof canopy is perforated with

skylights to aid orientation and bring daylight deep into

the building. The colour palette moves through 16 tones

from red at the entrance at T3A through to orange

and finally yellow at the far end of T3B. This estab-

lishes a subtle zoning system that breaks down the

scale of the building and enables easy wayfinding. This

palette is also applied north to south in the ceiling above

the arrivals and departures halls, heightening the sense

of curvature in the roof plane.

Connections between T3A and T3B take place on

a high speed automated people mover (APM) which trav-

els at up to 80kph, with a journey time of just two min-

utes. The APM is easily accessed from the main depar-

ture level and set within a landscaped ‘green’ cutting,

exposed to daylight and views up and through the build-

ing, all of which helps to maintain a sense of orientation.

The roof is a steel space frame with triangular roof

lights and coloured metal decking. It curves, rising at the

midpoint to create a dramatic central cathedral-like space,

and tapering towards the edges of the building to pro-

vide more intimate areas as passengers travel towards

the gates and the aircraft piers. The trusses that sup-

port the glazing echo the changing colour system in the

roof – shifting from red to orange to yellow. The high

transparency of the curtain walling is made possible by

extra large mullions, which are generously spaced to allow

larger spans of suspended glazing.

The terminal building is one of the world’s most

sustainable, incorporating a range of passive environ-

mental design concepts, such as the south-east orien-

tated skylights, which maximise heat gain from the

early morning sun, and an integrated environment-con-

trol system that minimises energy consumption. Rather

than the sprawl of many separate buildings, it uses

less land by bringing everything closer together for ease

of communication in one efficient structure, yet it is still

17% bigger than the combined floorspace of all of

Heathrow’s terminals 1, 2, 3, 4 and the new Terminal

5. In construction terms, its design optimised the per-

formance of materials selected on the basis of local

availability, functionality, application of local skills, and

low cost procurement.

Water Cube
ETFE (Ethylene tetrafluoroethylene) clad steel space frame

Construction finished on January 28 2008
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National Aquatics Centre, more commonly known as
“Water Cube”, was launched in Beijing for the 2008
Olympics. The tremendous aquatic complex is located next
to Beijing National Stadium (nicknamed “Bird’s Nest”). The
total area of the construction is 62950 sq. m. During the
Olympics, it hosted 17000 spectators at a time. There is
no doubt that after conclusion of Olympic Games the National
Aquatics Centre will become the most popular place for
swimmers and active leisure-lovers.

The aquatic complex was jointly created by several
companies: China State Construction Engineering
Corporation, China State Construction International Design
Co. Ltd, PTW Architects (Australia) and Ove Arup
(Australia). The unofficial title – Water Cube – was select-
ed by the partner architects.

The aquatic complex with its symbolic design and
unique bubble construction is a worthy match for the National
Stadium.

The complex complies with all the requirements of
International Olympic Committee, also providing for safe-
ty and comfort of spectators.

National Aquatics Centre, which hosted Olympic
competitions in swimming, diving and synchronized swim-
ming competitions, is located in the northern part of Beijing.
Its construction went on for four years. Construction process
incorporated a range of innovative solutions, of which the
most surprising is utilization of ETFE – firm, but lightweight
and transparent polymeric substance, capable of resist-
ing important strains and totally fireproof. In this particu-
lar case, the ETFE pillows coat a steel frame. Unusual
plastic walls resemble pillows or – to be more precise –
air bubbles in water or soap foam; this impression is fur-
ther accentuated by their coloring. The “bubbles” vary in
form and size (from 1 to 7 sq. m.). They are isolated
from each other and in case if one is damaged, the oth-
ers remain intact, ensuring uninterrupted functioning of the
construction. The bubbles are filled with air, providing for
thermal insulation of the interior space and preventing excess
heating or freezing – if the temperature on the inside falls
below normal, the interior will be fanned by warm air from
the bubbles.

Another peculiarity of the Water Cube is its seismic
stability – factor of considerable importance for Beijing.

Maintenance of the construction does not require an
army of janitors – the exterior is easily cleaned by rain
water, and special cleaning procedures may only become
necessary during severe draughts.

After the Olympics, it is planned to increase the spec-
tator capacity of the Aquatic Center, arrange tennis
courts, recreation and leisure zones.

Despite its nickname, the Water Cube is a cuboid,
not a cube: the building is 170 meters wide, 170 meters
long and 30 meters high.

Beijing Water Cube is equally efficient during day-
time and at night; the daylight penetrating unusual ceil-
ing of the complex highlights its originality and creates a
warm, harmonious atmosphere.

National Aquatics Centre has already become one
of the landmarks of Beijing.

Anetta Reviakina was born in Moscow and completed her secondary education and a

course of studies in the Arts College there. Afterwards she moved to Vilnius, Lithuania

and studied at the architectural faculty of Lithuanian Academy of Arts in 1989-1995. Since

1992 Anetta is engaged in active architectural practice. Her projects are original,

unordinary and memorable, marked with professional vision and refined taste. A clear

illustration to the above are her projects: Hotel Europa Royale, located in Druskininkai

city, interior of Lithuanian State Foundation of Arms shop in Vilnius, a residential interior

in Vilnius. I hope that in the future we will have more opportunities to tell you about the

work of this architect.
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Europa Royale is located in a fully rehabilitated 19th century build-

ing belonging to the historical district of Druskininkai city, famous for its

natural springs. Reconstruction of the existing building and construction

of a new wing for Europa Royale was entirely based on the creative

ideas of Anetta Reviakina.

The existing environment was transformed according to the author’s

highly original and unexpected interpretation. The key highlight of the

project is the specificity of its connection with the outer world. The archi-

tect fully changed the look and purpose of an old, time-worn building.

She treated historical heritage with utmost care and found an architec-

tural solution, enabling harmonious combination of the past and the

present. Facade of the old building corresponds to aesthetic criteria of

classical style, while its interior merges tradition with modern mentality.

Exterior of the new building creates a pleasing dissonance with the

old part of the hotel. The construction is surprisingly compact, featur-

ing original and expressive architecture. It catches the eye with visual

lightness and graphical precision of the silhouette. The other important

factor is that creative interpretation of the new volume expresses the

symbolical dimension of the design in every feature.

The hotel, housed in a restored complex, revived to the beat of

present-day life, boasts a refined interior design, incorporating tradition-

al and modern architectural decor. The design is markedly individual

and strictly functional, far from being influenced by transient fashion.

Elegance is embodied in refined details. Each fragment features the

spirituality of modern time, endowing the interior with relevant comfort

and a pleasurable and interesting environment.

Residential interior described in this article features an original composition. Though

the space covers two levels, of which the upper is located in the attic, the design retains

its integrity. A range of various geometric mobile forms highlights flexibility and diversity

of the volume. The project is created by architect Anetta Reviakina.

The client (apartment owner in this case) chose not to intervene into the process of

interior decoration, so that the designer was completely free to realize her creative ideas.

The unusual residential environment catches the eye with its visual lightness and graph-

ical flexibility of the shapes. Main architectonic groups are very conveniently linked with

each other. The atmosphere of the interior is airy and uninhibited. Constructional lightness

of large masses is reiterated by minor design elements. A noteworthy feature of this inte-

rior is a range of decorative compositions - wall panels with Paris photos, taken by inte-

rior designer; shapes of different accessories, colors and subdued tonalities. The trans-

parent shell of the apartment is a highly sensitive membrane, reflecting changes in the

inside and outside world.

In spite of certain poignancy, the design is free-flowing and devoid of excess sophis-

tication. The interior is exactly what a residential interior should be - a friendly place fully

conforming to its inhabitants’ requirements, taste and aesthetic preferences.

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Seamless integration of an architectural body with its surroundings, maximal

involvement of the natural environment into a project are the priority goals faced

by architects. In this particular case, the site allocated for the house and the

seascape became the starting points for project development. The architect

skillfully transformed the conventional drawbacks of the site into clear advantages

and maximally utilized the benefits, offered by proximity to the seashore.



Face to Face with the Sea
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Key character of this project is the sea, and

the main principle is surprise. Using the minimal

possibilities offered by the landscape, the building

was designed so as to engage in an active dia-

logue with its surroundings. The site, which was

left practically intact, represents an elongated rec-

tangle sloping toward the sea. The house divides

the site in two: the architect practically hid part of

the seascape behind the house, barring direct eye

contact with the sea, which is invisible from the

front courtyard. The stunning panorama of glitter-

ing seawater opens up only when one enters the

house.

Huge sea-washed boulders, scattered on the

beach, naturally match the limestone-clad house

walls. Uneven bulky volume of the house is a cer-

tain continuation to the seashore landscape.

The house has two facades, equally interest-

ing from the artistic point of view. The facade open-

ing onto the courtyard is radically different from

the transparent seashore facade. The house is built

from local limestone; facades are tiled with terra-

cotta, highlighting their expressivity.

The house has three levels: the upper level with

children’s bedrooms in it, the ground level com-

prising a living room - a loft with integrated kitchen

and isolated bedrooms for the parents and the

guests, and the underground level with a billiard

room, a recreation room and technical facilities. First

floor, the perimeter of which is larger than that of

the lower levels, bends over the ground floor rooms

as a sun-shading canopy.

Terraces adjacent to the house feature original

stratified spatial organization with independent access

to each layer. Inner staircase, piercing the house,

leads to the flat roof - a vast open terrace on the

upper end, and to the underground level, also

opening on a seaside terrace - on the lower end.

Terraces enhance the link of the house with

its natural setting. The sea becomes its integral part

and it is really hard to find a place in the house

which would not face the sea. Practically in every

room one of the walls is fully glazed, and these

large displays with stone frames offer a real gallery

of seascapes views.
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Even while swimming in the pool you have an

impression unbroken contact with the open sea,

because the pool is elevated above the ground level

so that water line coincides with the horizon.

The construction is in full harmony with its envi-

ronment. This is a perfect sample of laconic archi-

tecture, harmoniously merging with the landscape

and satisfying all the functional requirements of a

suburban house. 

You can pass hours sitting in a big soft arm-

chair in the living room and relishing the sea - just

like I did.

I believe it would be improper to limit the description of Georgian architects’ and my trip
to Sheki to the dry report of the competition award ceremony. This ancient city has a very inter-
esting history, which really deserves some attention.

Sheki is located 380 km west from Baku, in a beautiful highland region neighboring the
Georgian border. Dense woods and alpine valleys are crisscrossed with rivers and abound with
mineral sources. Archaeological research proves that Sheki is one of the oldest populated areas
in Caucasus. The majority of local archaeological findings are 2500 years old.

The name of the city is associated with Saka tribes, which migrated to Azerbaijan in the
7th century B.C. and populated this area for several centuries. In the 1st-5th century A.D. Sheki
was part of Caucasian Albania.

In one of the most ancient Azerbaijani villages – Shik, a suburb of Sheki, there is a unique
historical monument – ancient Albanian temple. It occupies a special place among the Christian
landmarks of Albania and has a special historical value. According to the official data, the tem-
ple was founded in the 1st century A.D. – the time when Azerbaijan belonged to the Caucasian
part of Albania. The historians believe that the temple was founded by apostle Elisey, who intro-
duced Christianity into Albania. In the period when Christian religion was at the rise in this region,
Sheki parish was considerably large. Even today, the temple retains its surprising beauty. Its
cupola is crowned with a cross and bulky walls are decorated with small window openings.

Noteworthy is the inner courtyard of the temple with several ancient tombs in it. All of them
are protected with transparent plastic cupolas. The graves undoubtedly belong to the local priests
or canonized congregants.

Nowadays the Albanian church, dedicated to St. Elisey, represents a unique monument of
the ancient Christian culture of the Caucasian region. Another Christian church of Albanian peri-
od, dated 6th-7th CC. is located in the outskirts of Sheki, in Orta-Zeizit village.

These Christian temples lost in the midst of the Moslem world roused in us, the three
Georgians, an unusual feeling of enthusiasm, which reached its peak when we found graves
of our compatriots in the courtyard of one of these temples and read frayed Georgian inscrip-
tions on the tombstones. Who were these people and why did they die in this faraway land?

There are numerous historical and architectural landmarks in Sheki, but the pride of the
city is the 18th century palace of Sheki khans. The construction is built without a single nail.
Walls and ceilings of its halls and chambers are decorated with rich paintings and stained-glass
windows. Really interesting is Gemsen-Geresen fortress (8th-9th CC), built at some distance
from the city, caravan-serais, Juma Mosque (18th C), the minaret of Gileily Mosque (18th C)
and medieval bathhouses.

In 656 A.D. Sheki was ravaged by Arabian emir Mieri. In 813 A.D., when Aran shahs
became the governors of Aran, Sheki became part of their land. In the 9th century, when the
power of caliphs weakened, the city gained independence, and in the 11th century it was inte-
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grated in Shirvan and, later on, the Ilkhan territory.
In 1118 the city was conquered by the Seljuks, and in 1396 it was invaded by Mongols

led by Tamerlane’s son Miranshah.
Sheki is mentioned as an independent domain from the 14th century. In 1551 the city

failed to resist the attacks of Iranians and lost its freedom once again. However, after repeat-
ed attempts Sheki succeeded in detaching into an independent khanate in the 18th centu-
ry. In 1744 the ruler of Iran Nadir-shah, angered by these actions, ravaged the city and laid
a four-month siege to Geliarsan-Giorarsan Fortress, but his attempt to break the spirit of
Sheki population proved vain, and he was forced to retreat from the city.

This is how the first independent khanate of Sheki was formed in Azerbaijan. In the
years of government of Ganji Chelebi, liberator of Sheki (1743-1755), Sheki khanate was
the strongest among the feudal states of Azeerbaijan.

During the sightseeing tour, our Azerbaijani hosts, wishing to surprise us, offered us a
visit to Geliarsan-Giorarsan Fortress (the title is translated into Georgian as “come and see”)
without even saying a word about how inaccessible this place was. But we successfully
ascended the narrow path leading to the monument and the hazards of the road, however
frightening, did not distract us from enjoying the place together with our hosts.

Sheki is the center of tobacco, fruit and maize cultivation. Here you can purchase orig-
inal jewelry and prints, manufactured by local artisans. The city has a theater, a history muse-
um and a house-museum of Azerbaijani writer and philosopher Mirza Fatali Akhundov. In
the outskirts of the city there is a recreational resort Markhali. During our stay in Sheki we
visited the medieval caravan-serai, restored and functioning as a hotel. The modern con-
structions of Sheki are distinguished with interesting architectural solutions. At the time being
Sheki is a prospering resort city.

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Green Architecture
Several original landscape architecture designs have been
created by architect Tengiz Makharashvili for courtyards of
private houses located in Tbilisi and its suburbs.

One of the key trends of architecture - landscaping - plays an important role
in the western European countries. No architectural project, be it an individual
house with a courtyard, a large residential complex or public construction, is
considered or approved without a corresponding landscape design solution.

In Georgia landscape architecture is still treated as a factor of secondary
importance both by the government and private sector, though one cannot under-
estimate efforts made in this regard.

The recent developments show that the public, tending to prefer suburban
houses to apartment blocks, mostly chooses to arrange their courtyards accord-
ing to their own imagination, rather than involving professional landscape design.

Fortunately, this general tendency is sometimes contradicted by people real-
izing that a task requiring a professional solution should be performed by a rel-
evant professional.

Not long ago, a new country house project was implemented in Zemo Tskneti
settlement. The project covered both house and the premises, involving profes-
sional solutions in both directions.

Initially, the courtyard represented a large space with complex relief and sev-
eral evergreen and deciduous trees. At the design and construction stages it
was decided to retain the relief structure and some of the most valuable plants.
The resulting courtyard design does not abound in decorative plantings, bush
grooves and flowerbeds. The key highlight is a green lawn crisscrossed with
paths and decorated with light fixtures and other minor architectural forms. The
courtyard is divided into passive and active recreation zones, the former featur-
ing a rotund, a fireplace and open-air kitchen facilities and the latter including a
swimming pool, a waterfall and an adjacent terrace.

An efficient architectural solution has been applied while ensuring flexible
connection of the courtyard with the house using a system of staircases. 

A different approach was used by the architect when designing a single-
family house located in Sairme Hill. Its courtyard is considerably sloped toward
the access road. This factor motivated the author to break up the site into sev-
eral terraces with different functional contexts: decorative plantings, fruit trees, a
miniature waterfall and a recreation zone. The right-hand wing of the house includes
a winter garden, with design and decorative plantings efficiently matching the
landscape design of the courtyard.

In one of the fashionable districts of Tbilisi, in an apartment
block newly built Axis, a residential interior design project was
recently accomplished by architect Kakha Decanoidze. The main
attraction of the project is comfortable interrelation of its main
architectonic groups. The design has an original, integral com-
position, attracting attention with its visual lightness and graphi-
cal precision of shapes. The other important factor is that the
creative solution of the space is accentuated by architectural details,
adding a symbolical dimension to this micro-environment.

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A nursery is a place where your child starts studying the
surrounding world at his ease. At an age of 3-5 years the child
should have a room or a nook of his own, where everything
will correspond to his age. This room, probably matching the
design of other parts of your living space, should be large,
clean and giving as much access to sunlight as possible.

I will always remember the day when I saw his work for the very first time - the countryside road on a rainy day, which was exhibited in an Art Saloon on the Rustaveli

Avenue. 
A little earlier, in August 1973, in Moscow, in the Pushkin Museum of Fine Arts I saw Vincent Van Gogh’s works from the famous Kröller-Müller’s collection: Pink Peach

Tree bursting in blossom (Souvenir de Mauve), wheat fields set ablaze by sun, glaring lights of café against velvet blue of night, vortex of emotions. I was deeply affected
by those works… And all of a sudden, this unimaginable colorful landscape, charged, radiating fantastic energy, redolent of wet earth, and where? Here, in my Tbilisi! 

That brought to mind the prophetic words of Van Gogh: …”the painter of the future will be a colourist the like of which has never yet been seen.”*
Who is the author? I wanted to know. At the Saloon I learned that it was a man I met every day while jogging on the slopes of Mtatzminda (Holy Mountain) and

Okrokana (Golden Field).

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I visited him the same day, and brought to him the bush of my favorite autumnal, colorful Smoketree and poured on him my emotions. It was the beginning of our
friendship.

And from that day on I never stopped to wonder at the delicate musical harmony of his colorful pieces that for me are associated with my beloved musical colorist J.
S. Bach. Edmond Kalanadze’s works are either as sad and intimate as Bach’s Symphonies or as great and noble as Kyrie Eleison from Bach’s Mass in B.

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Creative biography of Zaza Berdzenishvili takes its start in the
1980’ies. His generation came to the fore at the unfortunate time
when the old world was being demolished and rebuilt, but nonethe-
less succeeded in creating a new milestone in Georgian art. At
the time of general nihilism and atrocity, which destroyed tradition-
al values of spiritual life, the generation of 1980’ies was engaged
in developing a new postmodernist culture. These artists introduced
into Georgia a new kind of sensual-cognitive consciousness, an
original system of signs and creative characters, a unique method
of semantic encoding.

It often happens that the modern art not so much
delights as surprises and frightens us. While contem-
plating this or that “chef-d’oeuvre”, one often finds it dif-
ficult to say what the author tried to express with his
work – what he wanted to prove or deny. Outrageous,
shocking works of art might be misunderstood or mis-
interpreted, but one cannot turn a blind eye to the fact
that they deserve some attention.

An absolutely unexpected step was taken by
Georgia Russel, who decided to operate recycled paper
(books, magazines and newspapers).

The Scottish artist uses lancet like a surgeon, curv-
ing her sculpture from books and cutting paper sheets
into thin ribbons. In her “book sculptures”, these ribbons
are transformed into grass, tree branches, sea waves…
The artist buys old books at second-hand booksellers
or collects them from the admirers of her talent.
Sometimes, she even receives presents of amortized
books from schools and libraries.

According to Georgia, these books have once been
of great service to their owners. After Georgia’s “oper-
ation”, they get revived and gain another opportunity to
please people – but as gifts and accessories this time.

By the way, prose and poetry volumes, shredded
by scalpel and magically transformed, enjoy high demand.
These books, converted into surprising sculptures, con-
tinue to adorn bookcases and shelves.
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
