The 13th International Architecture Exhibition titled
Common Ground, directed by David Chipperfield and
organized by la Biennale di Venezia chaired by Paolo
Baratta, opened to the public on Wednesday August
29th and will continue until Sunday November 25th 2012,
at the Giardini della Biennale and at the Arsenale. The
Preview took place on August 27th and 28th, the awards
and inauguration ceremony were held on Wednesday
August 29th, 2012 at Giardini.

The 13th Exhibition has arisen and developed from
the path of research that la Biennale di Venezia carries
out in the field of architecture, which in turn has made
la Biennale a major event over the years. After a series
of editions put in the hands of critics and historians and
after the last edition directed by Kazuyo Sejima, the first
woman to direct la Biennale of Architecture, this year it
has been given to the hands of an architect, the English
David Chipperfield, "a person - said President Paolo Baratta
- who entertains a very intense vision of architecture as
practice".

The Exhibition designed by Chipperfield is spread
over 10.000 square meters in a path from the Central
Pavilion at the Giardini to the Arsenale. It comprises 69
projects madeby architects, photographers, artists, crit-
ics and scholars. Many have responded to the invita-
tion of the Director with original proposals and installa-
tions expressly created for this Biennale, involving other
colleagues with whom they share a Common Ground
in their projects. There are a total of 119 participants,
including Pritzker Prize laureates Jean Nouvel (France),
Zaha Hadid (UK) and Peter Zumthor (Switzerland).

"With this year's theme, Common Ground, we go
back to talking about architecture- explains Paolo Baratta
-to help architects emerge from the crisis of identity they
are going through, and at the same time offering the
public a chance to look inside architecture, make it famil-
iar and discover that something can be asked of it, that
something different is possible, that we are not con-
demned to passive acceptance." Civil society is made
up of individuals and institutions. These do not always
seem capable of identifying the requirements for organ-
izing the space we live in. In order to mend this frac-
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ture, la Biennale can make its contribution primarily by
posing these as its themes. While not denying that there
is a problem in the relationship between architecture
and ecology, architecture and technology, and architec-
ture and town planning, the crux is to mend the frac-
ture between architecture and civil society."

The 13th Exhibition is complemented by 55 National
Participations organized, as usual, in the Pavilions at
the Giardini, at the Arsenale and in the city of Venice.
Four nations will be participating for the first time: Angola,
the Republic of Kosovo, Kuwait and Peru. Argentina will
exhibitfor the first time in its own pavilion in the space
newly renovated of the Sale d'Armi at the Arsenale.

For the third consecutive year the two peak appoint-
ments organized by la Biennale di Venezia, Biennale
Sessions andMeetinngs on Architecture, reinforces the
character of la Biennale as a place of research.

O Biennale Sessions is a program addressed to
Universities, Fine Arts Academies, research and educa-

tional institutions in the field of architecture, visual arts
and kindred areas. The goal of this initiative is to encour-
age visits to the exhibition by groups of students and
teachers who will be assisted in the organization of their
journey and stay. They will be able to organize semi-
nars in a space made available to them free of charge
by la Biennale. This year, 61 international institutions
(23 ltalian and 38 foreign) have signed up for Biennale
Sessions.

QO Meetings on Architecture is a program of per-
formance, conversations and talks dedicated to archi-
tecturewhich will see confront architects, sociologists, cura-
tors, artists and philosophers during October and
November.

Also included into this year's Biennale is a program
of Educational activities - Guided Tours and Workshops,
addressed to individuals and groups of students from
schools of every grade and level, of universities and
architecture schools, professionals, companies, experts,
amateurs and families.

The awards and inauguration ceremony of the 13th
International Architecture Exhibition was held on
Wednesday August 29th at the Giardini, with the con-
ferral of the official awards assigned by the internation-
al Jury composed by Wiel Arets (Netherlands), Kristin
Feireiss (Germany), Robert A M. Stern (USA), Benedetta

Tagliabue(ltaly), Alan Yentob (UK).

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House of very
up-and-doing family

This house is unique because, first of all, a very up-and-doing family lives there that ser-
ved inspiration for creating the interior. A challenging and active position of the customer nece-
ssitated out-of-the-box solutions in the interior design, and many interesting ones were found
during the creation. | faced a lot of tasks, and tackling them generated many ideas. For exa-
mple, a fireplace had to be modern and made of glass. But fireplaces of set dimensions are
not produced. So, we decided to place a special order at a Ukrainian plant, not in Europe.
Lamps were also custom-made, not bought on the market. We even had a creative approach
to electric sockets not many producers had wood frames around sockets of a required color,
so we made them ourselves.

People who live in big cities in the fast pace of life get tired of concrete and glass, and
they want to add nature to their apartments. Thats exactly the case we have: a big house of
concrete and glass outside, and wood and nature inside. All of these brought about an unam-
biguous decision to make the interior with natural elements. Thats how we put birches at the
hall and flowerpots on a big wall in the common area. We used natural materials to the ma-
ximum extent and emphasized this wherever possible. For example, stairs, kitchen front, and
wall lining is from wood treated in a special way to underline the wood pattern.

The volumetric and spatial composition divides the home into various zones, and the chi-
Idrens area is one of the most interesting. Therere four kids in the family, and each has his
(or her) dedicated two-level room. All rooms are united with a long corridor located above a
swimming pool. This planning concept enabled us to make a childrens corridor a unique pla-
ce: the floor has several openings, through which one can see the swimming pool water. A
long rope swing is fixed to the ceiling and allows for cover a 25-meter distance for mere sec-
onds. The long corridor is linked to a childrens area that has a lot of bars, swings, ropes and



a small hill covered with loan grass. All of these toge-
ther with bright squares and green artificial grass is ov-
erwhelmed with joy and positive emotions. The kids are
happy to pass free time at the childrens area. All the
childrens rooms are designed in different styles in ac-
cordance with kid age and temper. The room for the
youngest girl has a big tree with a magic cave and ma-
rvelous bed. And the eldest girl enjoys a white leather
bed that also serves as stairs to the second level and
a sofa; it has a TV rack that can be viewed lying in
the bed. This airy white structure against the backgro-
und of a bright raspberry gloss wall. The bed was al-

so custom-designed.

The hearth of the home is a sky light area with a
six-meter wall covered with wood panels, with a clearly
expressed pattern, flower pots and grass. A big lumi-
nous butterfly plays a decorative and functional role, and
the grass in flower pots closes us to nature.

The kitchen and living-room areas feature many
unique solutions as well. E.g., the air extraction device
above the kitchen furniture is made of glass, metal and
drywall; the fireplace is designed applying a special te-
chnology, and liting mechanisms in the kitchen.

A light and romantic bedroom for parents is also

made of only natural materials.The bed and shelves are
from bleached-out specially dyed wood. A horizontal na-
ture of the room is emphasized with a wall covering te-
xture and carpet and pillow pattern.

The home has many spacious halls and areas ver-
ging into each other. All of them are designed in warm,
but contrasting color pattern. All wood elements are in light
ochre wood against dark brown walls with velvety cover.
Not only a change of color, but also various textures and
volumes were used. Great attention was paid to propor-
tions. Everything is planned in the way that the house-
mates can feel comfort and freedom.

Manish Dikshit from Aum Architects, this
residential home is designed for a family
of 4 in the central part of Mumbai city.

The requirement was for a spacious
home with a dash of contemporary ele-
ments for this 1300 sq. ft. space. The house
is divided into various areas like the lobby,
living cum dining, Master bedroom, Son's
bedroom, Daughter's bedroom, Kitchen
and utility space. The decor of the house
reflects the comfort of a resort. "Since the
client born in Bombay, he needed to stay
in a comfortable setting that doesn't make
him feel like every other house in the city,"
says Ar. Manish Dikshit. The client want-
ed every space to have a theme and decor
different from the other.

Being a space crunched house in
Bombay, a semi open lobby was created

to manage the privacy of the living space.
The huge living cum dining room that over-
looks the city skyline was also given more
importance from the entrance lobby which
was insisted by the client Mr Sanjay Shah.
A subtle division in the form of a suspend-
ed wooden frame hanging from the ceil-



ing separates the lobby and the living area. The large kitchen fitted with all the function-
al requirements is partly visible through a frosted glass partition and door that connects
the dining to the kitchen. This allows the three rooms to have a visible connection yet
keeping them separate.

The Son's Bedroom follows a "Rustic unfinished theme" with a low wooden bed and
horizontal wooden louvers. As wooden flooring adorns the room, a black textured wall
panel with b&w photographs does complete justice to the theme.

A minimalist approach to design was taken for the Master bedroom, with a slick bed
made of teak wood in a white lacquered finish. The walls are done in white along with
fabric panelling that contrasts well with the bed. The mirror panels in various areas express-
es the elements of the room.

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International Competition

Georgian and foreign architectural companies
were invited to take part in a competition for design-
ing of new TBC Bank headquarters.

TBC Bank launched the competition on develop-
ing of new headquarters facade sketch project and con-
struction master plan on June 10 2012; submission of
competition entries was terminated on August 15.

The construction site is the former Transcaucasian
Military Ammy Command Headquarters, located between
Vake and Saburtalo (no. 2 University Street), which
TBC Bank purchased several months ago in a tender
organized by the Government of Georgia.

Total floor area of the building is 33000 sq. m.,
and the total site area reaches 43000 sq. m.

This was the largest architectural competition organ-
ized in Georgia during the last 15 years.

The range of competition participants included more
than 20 Georgian and 6 foreign architectural compa-

nies. Prize fund allocated for the winners amounted to
100000 lari to be distributed to the three best projects:
50000 lari to the competition winner, 30000 lari to the
runner-up, and 20000 lari - to the 3rd place winner.

Competition results were announced in September.
The award winning projects were identified by the jury,
presided by an intemationally recognized architect - sen-
ior curator of architecture at Rome's MAXXI museum
Pippo Ciorra. From among the 34 competition entries,
jury chairman Pippo Ciorra and head of TBC Bank
Supervisory Council Mamuka Khazaradze singled out
four winner projects.

After the reconstruction, the former Transcaucasian
Military Army Command Headquarters is going to become
the largest bank office / business center in Georgia -
this will be one of the most illustrious local architectur-
al landmarks complying with the world's advanced archi-
tectural standards.
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From Zvartava to Zduny

In summer 2012 Zvartava,
Latvia, hosted an international sym- —
posium of ceramists titled "Dialogue -
with Tapir". For ten days, a local
Zvartava castle reportedly built in the
18th-19th cc by a German count,
served as a hotel and working cen-
ter to 35 ceramists from Spain,
Georgia, Russia, France, Holland,
England, Turkey, Latvia and Poland.
The historical building presented
symposium participants with a per-
fect environment for making closer
acquaintance with each other, for
working together, arranging small
exhibitions and achieving the set
goals. Georgia was represented at
the symposium by the famous
ceramist  Otar  Vepkhvadze.
International symposiums of ceramists
are arranged every year. This time,
the event was organized due to active P
involvement of French ceramist Christine Bruckner. This lady insisted that the symposium be
dedicated to an almost extinct exotic animal - tapir. As it turned out, the French ceramist
regularly arranges thematic exhibitions in different countries and possesses a
large beautiful collection of tapir ceramics.

At the end of the symposium, the participants arranged a one-day
exhibition in Riga. Otar Vepkhvadze's works were
acknowledged with a special diploma. T

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In the end of summer, shortly after
the visit to Latvia, Otar Vepkhvadze was
invited to another international sympo-
sium and exhibition of ceramists in
Poland.

The symposium was hosted by a
small Polish town Zduny and supported
by local company KaplarniaZduny.
KaplarniaZduny is a small-scale business,
founded in the 19th century and main-
taining ancient techniques of producing
ceramic tiles and assembling Dutch
ovens. Beautiful ceramic ovens produced
by KaplarniaZduny are mostly exported
to Germany (it would be good if Georgia
also found a market for them).

Zduny symposium was attended by
sixteen ceramists from Poland, Georgia,
Russia, Germany and France.

For almost two weeks, the artists cre-
ated ceramic works. The title of the sym-
posium - "Art without Boundaries" -
released participants from any thematic
restrictions.

Symposium program implied a folk
festival. This event was attended by
mayor of Zduny, symposium sponsors and
local residents. Apart from the works of
symposium participants, festival exhibition
included expositions of of diverse hand-
made accessories and ornaments.
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Degree & Profession & # = &

On April 23-29 2012, Azerbaijani capital Baku hosted the regional festival of Romualdo Del
Bianco Foundation "Degree & Profession”, which was joined by students and teachers of the Faculty
of Architecture, Urban Planning and Design of the Georgian Technical University.

Degree & Profession Festival, introduced by Romualdo Del Bianco Foundation, enables young
architects to publish their projects in the internet and present them to architectural and construc-
tion organizations maintaining cooperation with the Foundation and strengthens connection between
students and professionals of different countries.

This year's student competition comprised 6 degree projects, which were highly evaluated by
the international jury. First Degree Diploma in the nomination "Architecture” was awarded to GTU
graduate student Tamuna Tsanava, Second and Third Place Diplomas were also distributed to the
Georgians: respectively - to PhD student Vasil Giorgadze and graduate student Beka Khutsishuvili.

At the international conference, hosted by Azerbaijan University of Architecture and Construction
under the umbrella of Degree & Profession Festival, Georgian professors G Mikiashvili, V. Mchedlishvili,
M. Maisuradze, N. Imnadze and M. Davitaia reported on results of their scientific research and
the achievements of our country in the spheres of architecture and urban planning.

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Emanation of Eidos in Origami

This project belongs to the category of art objects
and represents a group of paper figures bearing certain
semantic and emotional meaning. Origami and kirigami
art expresses perception of modern world with its cultur-
al forms and archetypes, typological similarities, analogies,
links, allusions, reminiscences, stories and tales. The main
principle of origami and kirigami is creation of three-dimen-
sional figures from paper by applying three technological
operations: folding, cutting and bending. Gluing is only used

as an auxiliary action - this is not a shaping method; each
complex dimensional composition is cut and folded from
one piece of paper. While researching the word "eidos"
(Greek word meaning "variety", "image" - one of popular
terms used in Ancient Greek philosophy and literature),
we can single out the following aspects of this notion: dur-
ing the Homeric period "eidos" was understood as exter-
nal, outward image, the image as seen by others; start-
ing with the 5th century B.C. the meaning of this word

began to change - Emedocles uses it as image, Democritus
- as the figure of atom, Parmenides - as visible meaning.
The sophists used this word to describe the meaning, sig-
nificance of visible objects. Gradually, the word "eidos" trans-
formed to imply the meaning of something inner, hidden
(Plato, Aristotle, Plotines). Actualization of eidos as arche-
typical foundation of things started in the Medieval philos-
ophy and transformed into the object of intellectual intu-
ition in the modem-time E. Husserl's phenomenology.
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Foundation of a new church was laid in Sarpi in 2006. The new temple is rather important because
of its location near the administrative border of Georgia, in the ancient land of Lazica. Construction of
the new church, named after St. Andrew the Apostle, was funded by the government and supervised
by Metropolitan Bishop of Batumi and Lazica; project of the church was designed by David Svanidze,
Georgian Patriarchy architect in cooperation with architects Shalva Chitishvili and Zaza Targamadze.

Due to interruptions, construction of St. Andrew the Apostle Church was only finished this year.
Official opening of the church took place in September 2012.

Having a lot of experience in the field of watchmaking and
wanting to create something of their own, Maximilian Busser
left the well-known watch company and, together with several
other young designers founded his own watch brand. So in
2005 come to light completely new unique watch brand MB &
F (Maximilian Busser & Friends).

MOONMACHINE by Stepan Sarpaneva - Forged by a Giant Impact
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MOONMACHINE: While considerably less
cataclysmic than the formation of our Moon,
MOONMACHINE was also forged from the cre-
ative collision of two worlds: MB&F's HVI3 Frog
and independent watchmaker Stepan Sarpaneva.

MOONMACHINE by Finnish watchmaker Stepan Sarpaneva is both the first of the
MB&F Performance Art pieces by a watchmaker and the first to endow a Machine with
a new complication. With MOONMACHINE, Stepan has taken a specially configured HM3
Frog and transformed it with his iconic moon-face moon-phase indicator set in a scintillat-
ing firmament of northern stars.

Stepan Sarpaneva: Stepan's three sig-
nature themes are all celestial: his very dis-
tinctive moon face; the northern stars and
constellations; and the crenellated form of
his Korona case - the korona/corona is the
plasma atmosphere of the Sun - and all three
have been incorporated in MOONMACHINE.
Sarpaneva's two moon faces indicate the
phase of the moon through a Korona
shaped aperture, while the mystery winding
rotor is actually steel and 22k gold disc with
laser-pierced stars forming stars and con-
stellations visible in the northern sky.
