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Alaverdi Monastery
Rehabilitation

Alaverdi Monastery, an outstanding
symbol of Georgia's development, is includ-
ed into the tentative list of UNESCO
World Heritage. The architectural complex
of Alaverdi has considerable potential for
development as venue of folk arts&crafts
festivals, cultural and scientific events.
Considering the critical condition of this mon-
ument, Center of Architecture, Art and
Restoration of the Patriarchy of Georgia
and the Ministry of Culture of Georgia decid-
ed to launch a large rehabilitation program
at this site.

Alaverdi rehabilitation project is under-
way at the time being. Parallel to archae-
ological and reconstruction activities, mod-
ern infrastructure and tourist facilities are
developed in and around the Monastery.

The demand on Alaverdi considerably
increased in the recent years. Rapid diver-
sification of visitors' requirements and inter-
ests made it necessary to organize tours
of different types.

The majority of protected territories in
Georgia relate to the country's cultural her-
itage. Alaverdi is quite rich in this regard
- it includes ancient traces of human civ-
ilization, some of which are not even stud-
ied yet, so there are good chances of inter-
esting new discoveries there.

Alaverdi Complex is attractive not only
from the point of view of eco-tourism and
recreation, but also as an important sci-
entific research site (especially in terms of
apiculture and winegrowing). Local ento-
mofauna is rather diverse and comprises
many rare new species, while Kakheti
region where Alaverdi is located was
always famous for winemaking.

Abbe David, Metropolitan Bishop of

Alaverdi, supervises development of a
special project titled "Golden Route" (a.k.a.
"Wine Route"), which takes start in Thilisi,
crosses different winemaking / winegrow-
ing sites in Kakheti Region - Ujarma,
Sasadilo, Gombori, Akhali Shuamta, Dzveli
Shuamta, Telavi, "Kvevri School" and "Ojio
Marani" in Ikalto (both designed by "Studio
4"), and finishes in Alaverdi. The project
will importantly contribute to development
of wine tourism in Georgia.

Implementation of tourist infrastructure
projects in Alaverdi Monastery area - cre-
ation of modern infrastructure and new
tourist components - facilitates public rela-
tions, which is an important priority of
Alaverdi administration.

Tourist infrastructure in Alaverdi
Monastery is in process of ongoing devel-
opment. A single-level caf? "House of
Matsoni - Khavitsi" was built across from
the Monastery; the area across from the
Monastery also contains a parking lot and
a WC with relevant amenities (projects
designed by "Studio 4").

Governmental ~ Foundation  for
Development of Kakheti and the World
Bank support the ongoing construction of
a merchandise shop, a hotel and wine
house (projects designed by "Studio 4").

Development of modem infrastructure
within a historical monastery complex
does not disrupt visual highlights of old
monastery constructions and their priority
objectives - to revive history, to return the
primary, traditional function to restored
facilities. At the same time, the new con-
structions provide access to modern tech-
nologies.

Reconstruction in Thilisi

ARCHITECTURAL PROJECT EXPLANATORY NOTE

AUTHOR OF THE ARCHITECTURAL PROJECT: ZAKARIA KURDIANI

LOCATION AND DESCRIPTION
OF THE BUILDING

Former building of the Mtatsminda-Restaurant is locat-
ed on the upper-plateau of the Mtatsminda hill, which
overlooks Thilisi city. In 1938 based on the project of
architects Zakaria and Nadejda Kurdiani the three-floor
building was built, which replaced the old funicular sta-
tion-building. The building became a symbol of Thilisi.
The building terrace has a spectacular panoramic view
of the Georgia's capital city. The building itself is visible
from almost all places in the city. The building is sur-
rounded by the Mtatsminda park stretched over 60 ha,
which is regarded to be of great historical and archi-
tectural value, the project of which was developed by

Zakaria and Nadejda Kurdiani. The Mtatsminda upper-
plateau was always considered as a beloved place of
Thilisi residents and tourists.

The building consists of four levels:

a. Basement floor - 2418 sq.m., which includes a
tunnel of 700 sq.m.;

b. First floor - 1848 sq.m., with an inner-area of
1196 sq. m. and the terrace area of 652 sq.m.

c. Second floor - 1848 sq.m. with an inner-area
of 1040 sq.m and the terrace are of 808 sq.m.

d. Third floor - 956 sq.m., with and inner-area of
438 sq.m. and the terrace area of 518 sq.m.

The total are of the building is 7070 sq.m. out of
which inner-area is 5092 sq.m. and the area of terraces
and balconies is 1978 sq.m. The overall volume of the

building is 40 000 cubic meters.

The building represents a steady structure which
consists of concrete columns, mixed concrete/wood floor
tiles and concrete/stone walls.

The reconstruction project preserves the main his-
torical function of the building as a funicular upper-sta-
tion and the restaurant. The project takes into consid-
eration modern requirements of functional zoning.

a. The Basement Floor

Before Reconstruction: On the basement level the
storage facilities of the former restaurant were located,
which were connected to the road by a tunnel.

After Reconstruction: The reconstruction project of
the basement floor implies placement of the kitchen which




will be supplied with products through the tunnel. Storage facilities will be arranged for storing the deliv-
ered products.

In addition, on the basement floor are located offices for building management/operation staff and
facilities for technical assistance of the building.

The main dishes prepared in the kitchen are delivered to the restaurant with two supporting eleva-
tors and in case of need by using the staircase. On other floors of the building additional smaller kitchen
facilities are arranged the main function of which is finishing the dishes, serving them, etc.

In addition, a special entrance route is devoted for VIP guests, i.e. a 'porte-coch?re’, where guests
can arrive with vehicle through a tunnel and afterwards are able to access the building using an elevator,
which is located in the main staircase.

b. First Floor

Before Reconstruction: On the first floor, as in the whole building the main interior elements of his-
torical value, in particular capital columns and the handrail of the main staircase were in a normal condi-
tion and thus could be reconstructed. The ornaments were clearly perceivable, there were minor local dam-
ages which could be restored and renewed.

After Reconstruction: The historical function of the first floor is preserved: on the first floor as in the
initial project the funicular upper-station and the main hall are located. Two thematic restaurants - meat
restaurant and bread restaurant are added to the first floor.

c. Second Floor

Before Reconstruction: Main damages were present only on capitals and bases of the columns

After Reconstruction: The second floor is functionally divided in four parts, in particular:

1. Main hall of the restaurant is located in the central area of the second floor. On the west side of
the main hall mezzanine is located where the wine tasting bar is established.

2. Lounge bar, which represents a space for relaxing, where various drinks are served.

3. Area, where removable partition walls are available, which enable a formation of isolated spaces.
However, the space can be used without partition walls as a homogeneous space.

4. Terrace, historically most popular and pleasant place for the guests. On the terrace restaurant tables
as well as soft fumniture/seats are available.
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d. Third floor

Before Reconstruction: On the third floor there were no major dam-
ages present either on the load-bearing walls or floor construction. The
main element of historical value represents the unique form of the roof-
ing (pergola), which was in a quite good condition and required repara-
tion and renovation.

After Reconstruction: the third floor is dedicated to a banquet hall for
various events (weddings, corporate events for government or private organ-
izations, etc.).

The major changes performed in the scope of reconstruction will be
removal of columns between the 14th and 17th axes, which results in
the wholeness of the hall. For full exploitation of the available space the
glazing of the open terrace is considered. The glazing is done inside of
the terrace railing. In addition, temporary glass roofing for the open per-
golas is arranges along the whole perimeter of the third floor terrace.

1
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e. Facade

Before Reconstruction: The facade of the building had various local
cracks and on the north side according to the 1989 reconstruction project
the building activities were started. The facade required restoration and
renovation.

After Reconstruction: The building facade preserves its historical state.
In 21-22 columns the glass elevator is added, which serves the main hall/lban-
quet room located on the third floor.

On the roof of the building technical facilities and boiler-room are built.

The graphical schemes and photo materials are presented, which show
both, condition of the building before and after reconstruction.

As a result of the reconstruction project the building, which has a sta-
tus of cultural property of national significance has underwent minor changes
and, correspondingly, the author has preserved the initial, original state of
the historical building.

In a Basement floor is Marani of King Mirian with kvevris, where guests will
have the opportunity to get to know about the Kakhetian traditional methods of
winemaking, best known for its 8000-years continuous history. In addition, guests
have the possibility to take photos sitting on the stylized copy of throne of King
Mirian and Queen Nana.



Groundfloor is the very place of Wine Chamber. Here experienced som-
meliers will hold a wine tasting, master classes. Tourists will be able to get
complete information about rare and classic traditional grape varieties of Georgia
in different languages. Tasting room will be provided for other wine compa-
nies, and small businesses to present their products for free.

First floor. There is a gourmet restaurant, where the emphasis will be
taken on wine consumers with different taste and cultural differences. Upon
request belong the waiters you will be served by professional sommelier. It is
a bakery next to the restaurant, where you can see the process of baking the
traditional Georgian bread.

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New Residential Complex in Thilisi

A new luxury residential complex was recently built in downtown Thilisi.
The project was developed by a group of architects as follows:

Project authors: Irakli Svimonishvili, Omar Napetvaridze

Structural designer: B. Batiashvili

Construction pitreinforcementproject: K.Odishvili, G. Kalabegashuvili

Main entrances of the residential complex open to Shevchenko Street.

House terrace is framed by decorative touchstone railings with lanterns and flowerpots standing
on its socles.

Garages are accessible from LesyaUkrainka Street.

Rather than planning uniform apartments, the authors developed a master plan, which served as
a starting point for tailor planning of each apartment. All apartments comprise a large living room with
immediate connection to the kitchen and bedrooms with individual toilet faciliies and cloakrooms.

As regards the facades, their design concept was generally based on the historically developed
architectural image of Rustaveli Avenue.

According to the authors, the new construction merged with the existing architectural environment
almost seamlessly. In this area it would be irrelevant to build a contrasting, aggressively "modern"
house with poor access to relevant technical and material resources. The current architectural solu-
tion makes the local atmosphere more peaceful both for house tenants and passers-by.

And last but not the least - the project was awarded a gold certificate at International Quality
Crown Award London 2012.

Architectural Designn

On Monday, October 7 2013, Thilisi State Academy of Arts celebrated the World
Architecture Day by organizing an exhibition dedicated to Color and Lighting in Architectural

It was new,
mysterious—and it allowed me to encou-
nter new materials, with which | had not
worked. | have sculpted dense, tropical wo-
od during more than twenty years, first in
the Ivory Coast in West Africa, then in Co-
lombia, South America.

| have always been inspired by or-
ganic (essential) forms, which | have dis-
covered during my excursions in natural
surroundings. Black obsidian, which | fo-
und in the area of Tsalka is an entirely
new material, fascinating, and demanding.
The work of sculpting and finishing is ti-
me consuming and solitary—I work witho-
ut assistants. This effort contributes to and
reflects the inner journey on which | ha-
ve embarked many years ago. The acti-
on of polishing is like encountering a mi-
rror of one’s self.

In stark contrast to this finely polish-
ed material, which invites a caress, in my
exhibition in Baia Gallery | have propos-
ed several works with @ minimum of inte-
rvention in the stone, for example in the
piece called Autumn in Khevsureti
Mountains, to discover rich colours and te-
xtures. Also, in the piece, Big Wall, | only
polished one side, to accentuate the ro-
ugh grain of the granite.

The exhibition in Baia Gallery was ex-
citing, opening contact with other artists,
and art collectors. | appreciate the expe-
rience of showing my work in Thilisi, with
its rich artistic tradition.
