The Caspian Construction Week 2017 took place in Baku,
Azerbaijan, from 18-21 October. The largest event of the
Caspian region in the construction area brought together: the
23" Azerbaijan International Construction Exhibition World-
Build Baku, the 10" Anniversary International Exhibition for
Heating, Ventilation, Air-Conditioning, Water Supply, Sani-
tary, Environmental Technology, Swimming Pool and Renew-
able Energies Aquatherm Baku and the 10" Anniversary Cas-
pian International Protection, Security and Rescue Exhibition
Securika Caspian.

The WorldBuild Baku is supported by the Ministry of Econ-
omy of the Republic of Azerbaijan, the State Housing Devel-
opment Agency under the President of the Republic of Azer-
baijan, the State Committee for Town Planning and Architec-
ture of the Republic of Azerbaijan, The Union of Architects
of Azerbaijan, Azerbaijan Export and Investment Promotion
Foundation (AZPROMO) and the National Confederation of
The Entrepreneurs (Employers) Organizations of Azerbaijan
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Republic (AEC). The exhibitions were organised by lIteca
Caspian and its partner ITE Group.

This year, 310 companies from 28 countries took part in
the Caspian Construction Week. As is tradition, this year’s
national stands represented Germany, Iran, the UAE and
Poland. Turkish, Chinese, Russian and Czech manufactures
participated with the large groups of companies. Georgia
represented the Hualing Kutaisi Free Industrial Zone at the
Exhibition.

Participants of the WorldBuild Baku exhibition had in-
creased by 30% thanks to new companies. It is encouraging
that 40% of the exhibitors were Azerbaijani participants which
include producers, distributors and construction companies.
The products under the ,Made in Azerbaijan® brand success-
fully competed with foreign exhibitors. This year’s permanent

the media partner of the exhibition was the magazine ,House
and Interior” (,Dom i Interyer*).

WorldBuild Baku 2017 was cover a full range of construc-
tion materials, including ceramics, trim stones, marble, win-
dows, doors and interior furnishing. The Paint and Varnish
Sector were extensively represented both by local and for-
eign companies. The exhibition provided an excellent op-
portunity to be familiarized with a large selection of interior
and entrance doors, as well
as metal and automatic doors
for country houses and office
premises. Traditionally, roof-
ing materials and woodwork-
ing were widely represented
at the exhibition.

This year’s exhibitions
were distinguished by a com-
prehensive business program
which was planned by the Or-
ganisers. Great interest was
evoked by business tours of
entrepreneurs from the Re-
public of Belarus, lItaly, the
Gulf countries and the United States. On October 20, a spe-
cial VIP tour took place with the participation of representa-
tives of the Ministry of Emergency Situations of the Republic
of Azerbaijan, the Union of Architects of Azerbaijan and the
Azerbaijan University of Architecture and Construction. B2B
meetings between the foreign exhibitors and local distributors
attracted the attention of professionals.

This event has become an effective business platform for
direct meetings and negotiations between the participants of
the construction market.

Young designers vigorously participated in the workshop
which was held in co-operation with the Union of Architects of
Azerbaijan; during two days of the exhibition the contest par-
ticipants created projects using the building materials which

were being showcased at the exhibition. The winners of this
contest were awarded directly at the exhibition!

Aquatherm Baku 2017 has welcomed 66 companies from
13 countries worldwide - Azerbaijan, China, France, Iran, Ita-
ly, Kuwait, Turkey, and other countries. Participating compa-
nies featured ventilation and sewage systems, fire hydrants,
valves, heating systems, pipes, fittings, radiators, boilers and
pumps, as well as pumping stations, water heaters and oth-

ers.

Securika Caspian 2017 is
the only international special-
ized exhibition on security and
safety gathered companies
from Azerbaijan, Kazakhstan,
Russia, and other countries
which presented security tech-
nologies, video surveillance,
rescue equipment, information
security, smart cards, access
control systems and integrat-
ed security systems, fire safe-
ty systems, fire alarms, fire
cameras, special fire-fighting

equipment and much more.

Itis worth mentioning that during the Caspian Construction
Week, over 70% of exhibitors expressed their desire to coop-
erate with the Organisers in 2018. The number of visitors who
visited the exhibition this year was 6809, 95% of whom were
professionals of the industry.

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2017 in IEC Crocus Expo, Moscow. The exposition occupied
Halls 3 and 4 in Pavilion 1. It presented 247 international
exhibitors to 17 873 professional visitors from different parts of
Russia. Heimtextil Russia 2017 has confirmed its status of the
main business platform for the professionals of textile industry
on the Russian market.

This year Heimtextil Russia took place in Moscow for the
19th time, and it included national pavilions from Germany,
China, Turkey, Pakistan and Tajikistan.

The Russian companies participating
in the trade fair included Mercury Forge, Eurotex, Eskar, Blinds
& Curtain Rods, Teatr Tkaney, M-Tex (featuring York brand),
Monolit, DM Textile, La Prima (featuring Curt & Bauer brand)
and others. Also this year was remarkable for the large Russian
manufacturers, taking part in Heimtextil Russia for the first time:
Sima-land, Trekhgornaya manufactura, Belashoff.

Apart from the traditional product groups, Heimtextil Russia
2017 also presented its new specialized areas, that provide a
valuable impetus for interior decoration and design:

Digital Print exposition, which had already been announced
as a separate product group of the fair this year. It included such
companies as Epson, NISSA Stensart, RussCom-Graphics,
Yuan Tai Printing and others.

Contract textiles with a full range of textile products, specially

designed for use in hotels, restaurants and cafes, could be found
in the assortment of several Heimtextil Russia exhibitors.

Wallpaper Bar Pavilion, that features wallpaper and wall
coverings.

Design Laboratory as a separate area for textile designers
to present their works and find a manufacturer for their
implementation.

Design Academy, that included lectures, practical workshops
and seminars dedicated to textile and interior design. Anne Marie
Commandeur from Stjilinstituut Amsterdam was the invited guest
of the fringe programme. During the first two days of the fair she
made presentations about the Heimtextil Trends 2017/2018,
which are considered to be the landmark of international textile
industry. And the whole fringe programme attracted a large
professional audience of designers and decorators and enabled
added value for knowledge exchange.

Surface design in general and textile design in particular is
a young, developing industry on the Russian market. Besides, it
is an integral part of textile manufacturing business. That's why
it is important to promote and develop this direction in Russia
and show its participants how this industry functions. One of the
significant parts of the fringe programme was the annual design
contest for the best collection of textile prints. Kirill Ovchinnikov
became the winner of the contest, and in January 2018 he will
take part as an exhibitor in International trade fair Heimtextil in
Frankfurt. This contest will allow to take the industry of textile
design in Russia to a new level.

Heimtextil Russia 2017 has proved its importance for further
growth and development of the Russian professional textile
industry. The 20th edition of Heimtextil Russia will take place on
September 18-20, 2018 in IEC Crocus Expo, Moscow.

Interview with Mr. Bertrand Bes

BERTRAND BES
Landscape Architect and Urban designer
Project manager for Greater Paris (Grand Paris metropolitan authority)

— What could you say about current projects underway in Paris? What are you working on and in which way?

— Behind the touristic image of Paris that make so much people over the world dreaming about visiting or living
there, there are like in every global city, economic competition and questions on how welcoming more and more
inhabitants, on how increasing quality of first services to the public as transportation, dwelling or questions on living
environment. On this last point, urban planning and quality of the urban spaces are big issues: works started for
building new network of subway lines linking Paris surroundings (called Grand Paris Express), new administrative
organization is still under discussion with top levels of State, evolution of the skyline of the city with new constructions
or quality of new modern districts are subjects of controversy. And the expectation of hosting the Olympic Games in
2024 make all this much hotter! Of course, all parts of Paris and its surroundings are not concerned in the same way:
Paris area is made of much different places which are not all historical districts or touristic places. But not a reason to
not benefit of embellishment works!

| am daily working on new projects in the way of refining urban territories or for the improvement
of public spaces in different kinds of urban environment. On this point, it can be the reshuffle of some
ordinary Parisian streets as the redesign of a central place of downtown. Or creating new public green
and recreational gardens because Paris area is a very compact and mineral urban environment that lacks
green breathing spaces. In all projects | lead, the main idea remains to take care of the past because it
can bring characteristics that will keep or increase the identity of the place. Of course, | am not working
alone and for each project | manage a team of specialized design offices which bring together engineers,
architects, urban planners, designers and specialists. Each project is different because of its environment
but also its size, the kind of challenges, its schedule and time frame (deadlines).

— Are you trying to save historical elements in
old districts?

— Devices to protect the heritage were set up
in France since the French Revolution. But it was
in the nineteenth century that a public heritage
policy was born with the creation of the concept
of Historic monument that comes from the works
of famous French thinkers, writers and architects
that created the romantic style or who allowed
the preservation and restoration of many ancient
monuments such as the Cathedral of Paris or
the medieval city of Carcassonne in the south of
France for example (my native city). Throughout
the twentieth century, heritage protection legisla-
tion is expanding and accompanies the evolution
of the concept of heritage, now consists of tangi-
ble and intangible assets. On this basis, the laws
and rules are now important and not allow for
project promoters to do like if urban spaces were
like white paper! Of course, there are all kinds of
pressures around bigger projects and that why
| said there were high stakes and controversies
over some projects of building new districts, new
towers in Paris and close surroundings. Because
also more and more people understand what old
districts qualities are. And what could be change
badly or lost. Thus the way to increase and adapt
the city to current needs is thin and challenging.
But | think it is in these conditions that good pro-
fessionals are able to propose indeed the best
projects!

Even if it is not my daily work for my profes-
sional occupation for now, | can point out that it
is always easy to protect something that give the
spirit of the place. And much time this can be very
simple and it will be of great interest for future or
just for inhabitants because, for them, it will show
that you take care of their living environment not
just in the way to make it more modern, cleaner
or easy to live. That you take into account also
their feelings and the history of their place of life.
Of course there are also commissions and terri-
torial services of the State to control and monitor
compliance with rules and laws on historic mon-
uments and their surroundings. The whole goes
in the same direction of the protection of the her-
itage, without forbidding the evolution of the city.
The city must remain a living place, an evolving
creative space!

— What you think about Tbilisi old districts? Are there historical elements saved?

— | think you mean central districts of Tbilisi. Urban landscape reading is not really easy in such a large city!
| was lucky to see nice refurnished streets and places around sulfur baths or in another district at Marjanishvili
street for example. | am sure i didn’t see all places interesting in Thilisi ! These places were enough interesting
for me because the current development has been carried out to highlight the heritage legacy. For each, |
saw that it works because there are much people there, days and nights. And for me, it is great because the
redevelopment is on a pedestrian scale.That is very important in opposition with districts of the city whose
restoration or improvement is fixed on the scale of the car. Going futher, what is for me traditional elements of
georgian architecture have been highlighted : colored facades, balconies, doors, buildings volume and scales,
public spaces with special attention to soil treatment and street furniture designed like scuptures. And all this
has not been done to make it a museum but to revive an old district!

— What is the reason of your coming in Tbilisi?

— | came on the invitation of Tamar Kikaleishvili, head of Georgian Designers Union. This is second time in
Georgia for me. | know her for a long time because we worked together on some common projects and workshops
in France long time ago. We kept links and naturally few months ago, she offered me to show me how Tbilisi moved
on since my first visit (just before Rose Revolution), | agreed. Of course, the aim of my visit is not a question of
tourism, a comparison past/present. Our main idea was to discuss about how urban planning and architecture are
making the image of the city. How all trademarks and legacies of the past are part of the common heritage of its
inhabitants. How this can be increased and source of pride (or even economic development), or lost forever. And for
architect and designers, how this historical patrimony could be look together as an interesting source of creativity to
keep and continue to make Georgia this place so special and interesting. This is the challenge to deal with. Even if
the main idea of development of city especially in Europe is now to go to green sustainable cities, forget about their
roots, what they are for each, made of specific heritages could be a disaster. Why coming to Thbilisi if | can live and
see the same somewhere else?

— What is your advice for Georgian architects to participate in
development of the country? In the way to attract more tourist?

— Georgia is a beautiful country with wonderful people. With
much beauties, in its natural and rural landscapes like in the
diversity of existing architectures in its cities, inherited from the
different epochs of its past. For me the challenge is really the
preservation and enrichment of this variety. And above all do not
erase anything. Contemporary architecture must be carried by an
intention, an ambition. And should not be done to the detriment of
allaccumulated heritage, physically as by the proximity scale report
betwen old and new buildings. To be humble and creative with
heritage, imaginative also in the reinterpretation of architectural
and urban elements. In the first place do not especially seek to
import concepts from elsewhere, forget about copied / pasted.
Georgian culture is already so rich! Architecture must be a driving
force behind the spread of Georgian culture. Tourists look for
authenticity and will respond to the calll.
