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Asplund Pavilion was the introductory
element to the first National Pavilion of the Holy
See at the International Architecture Exhibition
of the Venice Biennale 2018 and it contained
Asplund‘s drawings for for the Skogskapellet
in Stockholm, which was the theme of the
exhibition.

The element in its absolutism is intended to
refer both to the stereometry of the supporting
buildings designed by Asplund and Lewerentz
for the Skogskyrkogarden cemetery and to
the theme and spatiality of the hut - shelter
in nature. A sort of domestic absolute which
borrows from traditional Nordic woodwork a
reinterpreted vernacular lexicon. The pavilion -
about 11. 00 m long, 8. 00 m high, supported by
11 lamellar wood portals that define 10 bays —
is basically configured as a pitched roof with an
emphasized vertical proportion, characterized
by a continuous cladding in wooden shingles
interrupted only by the presence of a series of
symmetrical triangular skylights placed on both
sides.
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We imagined that the exhibition space
is defined by the strong chromatic contrast
between the dark wooden material of the
external shingles and the light wood of
the internal cladding, suitably illuminated
by zenithal light made softer through a
counter-shell shielding. The exhibition is
integrated into the structure of the pavilion
itself: a unicum defines the interior space
and hosts, in the articulation of the thickness
of the walls, the reproductions of Asplund’s
drawings and the models. For this project
ALPI, developed in few months a customized
solution, realizing an experimental material for
exterior cladding based on thick reconstituted
wood and they produced the 9. 000 shingles
used for the external surface.

The pattern of the surface generates a
complex microstructure through the contrasts
of light and shadow, it alludes to the multitude
of the Nordic forest and gives the building a
strong timeless character.

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Porta Nuova Tower was designed in the
beginning of the 1800s as crane tower to put the
main mast on the ships at the Arsenale in Venice.
In 2006 the Societa Arsenale di Venezia S. p. A.
announced a competition for the restoration of the
Torre di Porta Nuova. The winner of the competition
was the office run by Francesco Magnani e Traudy
Pelzel (Map Studio). The project aims to ensure the
preservation and enhancement of the historic Crane
Tower, combining these requirements with the needs
arising from its new functions as exhibition space
and cultural centre. The ground floor of the ancient
building is subdivided into three sections: a large
central space flanked, on one side, by a long narrow
rectangular space and, on the other, by a trapeze —
shaped one. At the height of 8. 57 mt (principal floor
level) the three spaces merge into one by means
of two large ogival arches. The impressive vertical
volume that begins from this point is the key formal
and structural feature that the restoration project
seeks to foreground and develop, not least by
means of the transformation of the system of vertical
access with staircases, ramps and elevators. All
the added new volumes and structures are made in
Cor — ten steel to emphasize the masonry texture of
the existing walls. It's the strategy employed to keep
clear the separation between the old ,machine“ and
the new ,facility“ that leads to leave all the existing
walls not treated, kept visible and simple repaired
with reused bricks.

Location Venice

The West part of Venice had been
transformed during the nineteenth and
twentieth centuries, by several interventions
in order to modernize the ancient city. The
railway bridge connecting the mainland
and the dimension of factories buildings not
only have converted the area in a place of
equipment, but provides a different scale than
the urban space previously defined by the
historical buildings.

Although the presence of the important car
park by rationalist architect Eugenio Miozzi has
characterized it, the space of Piazzale Roma
does not maintain a durable aspect during
the time. This has been the site for several
architectural competitions and revisions of the
circulation roads, until the recent configuration
in which the Municipality has placed the
arrival of the new tramway line Venice -
Mestre. In this complex space, characterized
by an incremental development and by
the presence of functional elements,
the project of new tramway terminal
recognizes the importance to provide and
define an organizational element, not only
characterized by the horizontal size, but
also able to define a waiting space. The
project has achieved it through the design
of an apparently suspended volume in
order to define a kind of outdoor room.
The project provide the construction of
shelter on the new median platform of
tramway for travelers waiting to get on
the tram. This element is a rectangular
prismatic steel beam, 32. 50 m long,
supported by a single central footing point.
The prism is hollow inside and contains
all the technological signage elements,
while outside it is covered by steel plate
painted dark shade matte. During the
evening the element defines a very bright
environment able to guide the streams
of commuters, while outside three lights
mutually regulated by precise proportional
relationships, give a measure to the space
of Piazzale Roma.

From March to June 2018 we support together
with the association Art. ur the professional course
~Workshop A. R. C. A Arte Ricerca Comunita
Abitare“, coordinated by Professor Daniele
Regis and the tutor Roberto Olivero, attended
by fifty undergraduates enrolled in the Faculty of
Architecture of the Polytechnic University of Turin.

The objectives of the course are to rethink the
park in Via Ghedini 1 (Cuneo Nuova), with a new
proposal for a playground to be realized during
spring in the self-construction site and to design
a playful design object produced by Gufram for
Cuneo Nuova’s bowils club.

The participants also committed themselves to
re-set and re-activate A. R. C. A. in Tetti Blu district
of Alba.

From the synthesis of the work done in the
four months of planning and comparison with
the inhabitants, the District Committee and the
administration, the new playground for Cuneo
Nuova was created.

On June 9th the playground was inaugurated
and the the participants were presented their
projects developed during the workshop.
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Mulino is an intergenerational urban game, inspired by abstract board games, which are widespread all over the
world.

The principles on which this new urban game develops are to make multiple individual interpretations possible,
inviting exploration and the creative transformation of space, to freely reclaim it by inventing always different spatial
combinations and adding new rules to the game.

A playground, where everyone finds their favorite position or activity.

The ,board” consists of a simple basic graphic with white and yellow lines, which becomes the geometric matrix
of the new square.

The modules realized are mobile platforms on wheels that go to make up the game box, consisting of 21 triangular
base pieces and two special square-based pieces.

During a one year process (here the information), we turned Largo Milano into a construction site; the former
parking lot of a car dealership, now self managed by the neighborhood association, has turned into an open lab.
We realized some structures on the square, thanks to a construction workshop that involved both the inhabitants of
Cinisello Balsamo both students of architecture from all over Italy. The new set of the square will configure the space
for the next 3 years. In 2017 the PGT (Piano Gestione Territorio), will get into an operative phase and it will totally
changed the district of Crocetta in Cinisello Balsamo.

A vacant space has been transformed into an open laboratory for the community.

Before the construction, a good quantity of recycled material was collected from other construction sites,
companies and from the scraps of big events, such as Salone del Mobile.

0“ is the first phase of a
urban reactivation process developed together with
NOEO and lItinerant Office within the fourth edition
of ,New Generations - Architects vs. the Rest of the
World* festival.

The context:

After ,Luogo Comune - Perestrello 1. 0 -
Work-watching“ and ,Luogo Comune - Perestrello 2.
0 we've returned to Largo Bartolomeo Perestrello in
Marranella area, inside ,,Municipio V* in Rome. This
suspended place is currently a large empty area due
to never-completed urban transformations, yet it has
a great potential and it is suitable for the most varied
spontaneous uses; communities, citizens and local
associations daily enrich it with stratified traces and
meanings. The square is devoid of toponomastic and
takes its name from the adjacent broad. The theme
of identity, therefore, is proposed right away as a
challenge and work objective.

The Iceberg metaphor is a reflection about the
neighborhood’s invisible resources, submerged
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realities, and development potential, starting from the
recognition of what is present and trying to bring out
local energies.

The process:

From July to the first half of September, a series
of preliminary meetings with local administration
and associations were held to define and share the
goals and premises of the work. From September
18 to September 22, 2017, the square became an
urban laboratory: associations, citizenship, students
and professionals from architecture, design, art and
psychology fields met to debate about its future. The
two workshops, construction and urban exploration,
were aimed at achieving minimum public infrastructure
and conducting an investigation into the local culture
of the Marranella district.

Iceberg - concept:

The objects built during ,lceberg - Perestrello 3.
0 workshop have the goal of forming an urban space
designed system and being the first infrastructure to
foster communities gathering and aggregation in the
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area. The Iceberg has intervened within the
fluxes and the ways of enjoying the square.

We built together with twenty students two
main temporary architectural elements, one
table and one bleacher. Both objects consist
of solid wood of silver fir with variable sections.
The two elements are visually linked to each
other thanks to a floor graphic developed
inside the construction workshop and made by
a public space ground signage company.

The bleacher, which represents the tip of
the iceberg, occupies an area of about 25sgm
and consists of three concentric levels of 50 cm
high per floor. The three floors are connected
to each other by steps of 25 cm high.

The table, served by two large seats, is the
second element of the intervention. Made with
the same building technique as the bleacher,
it has a 6sqm footprint and a height of 80 cm.

Theinterventionisdesignedtobe completely
reversible and does not substantially alter the
context in which it’s inserted.

Both objects can be enjoyed daily by
users and also for organized activities, as
meeting venues for discussions, small events
and moments of collective socialization. On
September 23, 2017, the architectural devices
worked as a set-up for ,New Generations
Festival® opening event Petcha Kutcha Night.

Iceberg project represents a small graft
within the vast area of Largo Bartolomeo
Perestrello, and it's part of a wider process.
A working table with local associations that
joined the initiative has been set up, in order
for the intervention to continue and to become
a flywheel for local community development.
The associations represent a resource and
a valuable interlocutor for monitoring and
managing the infrastructures through activities
that test the square program while keeping it
active.

The initiative is part of Estate Romana
program promoted by Roma Capitale
Assessorato alla Crescita culturale, in
partnership with Municipio V of Rome.

Make it fancy!“ So, we were fully in charge of furniture,




decoration, textiles, shades
matching®.

As breathtaking views came
to light out of windows, the
most important thing was to
get the most out of it. One of
the project’s authors reflected
on such an episode: ,We did a
layout, all things were eye-filling
lined up. But when we came,
before the building had started,
on site, | imaginatively lied
abed in one of the children’s
room. And got, that the view
herefrom was not the best. It
was worthy to invert the bed
to another wall and the matter
shaped up. These significant
details can be felt keenly only
alive, on site“. Object status
was underlined effectively with
furniture and equipment of



brands with unblemished reputation: Minotti,
B&B Italia, Poliform, Rimadesio — a budget
permitted to make a deserving choice. The
same aim had here gorgeous natural materials.
Uncommonly architects managed to connect
the history of our times, arrange, as project
architect Iryna Babych says, time rendezvous.
Gypsum modeled panels are in harmony with
brass and concrete. ,Firstly, we planned to
leave supporting columns in original naked
concrete, though material looked unaesthetic.
For that reason we resorted to the decorative
plaster, and made suffer in a large measure for
master builders: we were gaining for timbering
effect”.

Marble completes the palette of expensive
textures; the four sanitary facilities are
generously finished with marble. ,Master
builders word to word was filling us with photos
of samples from mines, we were handling
a huge amount of stone sorts. In owner’s
bathroom marble is installed even on the
ceiling. ,We were convinced, that it is unreal:
what about airing, recessed lighting fittings?
But we made as it had been planned. In the XXI
century nothing is impossible“.

Berlin has a lot of bridges. Today
| want to tell you about the noise
and the brilliant bridge named

Oberbaumbriicke, which is located
on the river Spree and combines two
administrative parts of Berlin with
East and West.

This stone bridge was built in
1886 as a replacement for the former
two wooden bridges which were
also used as toll gates. The name
»,Oberbaum Bridge“ comes from the
fact that a tree trunk was put across
one of the bridges to stop charriots

from circulating at night time. The
new bridge had a lane for cars, one
for train tracks and another one for
pedestrians. itis builtin a Gothic style
with two medieval towers referring
to its past as a toll gate. Concrete
was used for the arches and pillars
whereas the remaining part has a
steel reinforcement. the bridge was
used as a checkpoint between East
and West Germany.




In the second half of the 19th
century, the volume of ftraffic
between the regions of Berlin had
been significantly increased and
it was necessary to build a new
highway. Today's two-storied bridge
is not only a motor and hiking feature
but it has been added to Metro line
number 1. Nearby was built on the
above-ground subway. As for the
bridge's structure and appearance, it
is truly an excellent creature, with a
reinforced concrete construction with
a coiled brick cover. The medieval
accents are also noticeable on the
Gothic towers that are located in a
row, on the bridge, and gateway
imitation.

The bridge offers its own unique
views. The bridge is loaded down
as a historically and technically. But
that's not all. The Oberbaum is also
bohemian desert. An important
creature of history of Berlin not left
out of the Cinematography. One
of them is Tom Tykwer. He is best
known internationally for directing
- Run Lola Run. The film is shot on
this bridge. His fragments will make
you look great in Berlin and you will
think many things. If you get into
Berlin, | recommend at least once
you run this bridge, Because you will
feel the Berlin attractive soul.
